Economic stakeholders

0r an economist, it is essential to understand who
the stakeholders are in any economy,
Stakeholders ane those people (or inséitutions) who
have power or influence in the economic structure.

The most important groups are described here.

In advanced economies, consumers are powerful
stakeholders who have the ability to choose goods
and services, However, they are not really organized
and patterns of consumption are difficult ko predict.
In capitalism, economists emphasize that resources
are limited foe a number of reasons. Eccnomists also
e consumens as people who make rational
decisions. In other words, they make the correct
choices for the resources available. In reality,
consumer choices are nok based on raticnality.

As most people have limited money ¥ sperd,
they must set priorities. For example, a family
decides to save for a holiday. As a resull, they do not
spend money on visits to the cinema or a theme
park. This is called an ‘opportunity cost. [t means
that a good or service is not chosen because
something else is chosen. Economists must calculate
or predict such opportunity cost factors.

Another way to make economic decisions is as
members of a group. The family is an irformal
group. Workers ina particular company or union
have a more formal structure, They often want the
same results. Usually workers want higher wages,
but sometimes better working conditions or more
job security are important, (00, In most
industrealized countries, unions represent the
interests of workers. They act for emplayees to
improve the workers’ economic welfare,

The owners and managers of comparies are
crucial stakeholders in any economy. These pecple
are enireprencurs who link up all the economic
factors — capital, labour and other resources —to
produce goods or services. These are called the
“factors of production’, When economists examing
the actions of entsepreneurs or their enterprises, they
look at risk, Enterprises want to make profits, so
calculating risk is very important. In capitalist
countries, individuals, shareholders in a company or
other investors carry the risk. The govemment does
not usually intervene in a ‘free market economy’,

However, govemnments themselves are very
important economic stakeholders. One example is

o decision o btervene, Lo an econunic Ciisiy, Ue

govemment might act to support banks or
companies. Many governments intervened asa
reaction to the global crisis which began in 2008, But
this intervention does not show & complete dhange
in their macroeconomic principles.

When governments make decisions, they are
acting as stakeholders. Most governments want a
healthy economy to meet the needs of their citizens,
But their decisions are often ‘opportunity cost’
calculations. Governments must try to balance
advantages and disad vantages. For example,
bailding a new motorway will brng transportation
benefits but it changes the landscape, creates nolse
and pollation and affects the lives of local residents.
A good government should be acoountable for its
decisions, economically and politically.

Financial institutions such as banks are similar to
companies but rather more complicated. However,
they ate very important stakeholders. They want to
make profits, usually for shareholders. Thery also
take risks, especially as financial markets can
fluctuate a lot. However, in an ecoromic crisis,
people ask difficult questions about the power of
banks. They say the banks are too powerful and they
take too many risks. The banks sometimes make
decisions on lending or investing money which are
oo tisky. For these reasons, banks will probably
have to sccept more regulations to limit their
activities in the future.

A final example of economic stakeholders is the
groap of international or regional institu tions or
agencies These bodies have enormous economic
power. They can influence policies on, for example,
world trade, the global supply of money, lending to
developing countries or economic cooperation,
Nowadays, it is hard to imagine how the world
economy would function without the World Bank
{WB), the International Monetary Fund (IMF), the
Woeld Trade Organization (WTO), the Bank of
International Settlements (B1S) or the regional
development banks. Think of the importance of 2
spedial interest group such as the Oil Praducing and
Exporting Countries (OPEC) which is a powerful
economic stakeholder.

In conclusion, the position of all the main
economic stakeholders has an influence on the wider
political economy. Economists will continae to
examine their status careful ly.

This is one of a large number of galaxies in the universe, each
consisting of billions of stars bound together by gravity. The ancient Greek philosophers thought
about the nature of the Milky Way, and around 2,500 years ago Pythagoras believed that it
consisted of a vast number of stars. The astronomer Hipparchus might have created the earliest
known catalogue of the stars in the 2nd century BC. But only when the telescope was developed
in the 17th century, the nature of the Milky Way could really begin to be understood. When Galileo
first turned his telescope on the sky, in 1609, he found proof that, as Pythagoras had suggested,
the Milky Way indeed consisted of many stars.

In 1750 Thomas Wright came up with the idea that the Milky Way is a disk-shaped aggregation
of stars that can be seen by the naked eye or with a telescope. William Herschel and his sister
Caroline set out to map the structure of the Milky Way by counting the numbers of stars they could
see in different directions. William Herschel at first believed that there were other galaxies besides
the Milky Way, a theory that had been developed earlier by Christopher Wren. However, he later
came to the conclusion that the universe consisted only of the Milky Way system, and by the end
of the 19th century this was the dominant view.

In the early 20th century the Dutch astronomer Jacobus Kapteyn used star-counts to make a model
of the Milky Way in which the sun lay close to the centre of a huge disc, a mistake that Herschel
had also made. He ignored the role of interstellar dust, and Edward Barnard started to pay attention
to it. In a 1922 debate in the USA, Harlow Shapley argued that the Milky Way included all known
structures in the universe, while Heber Curtis advocated the theory that other galaxies existed. The
main problem was the size of the Milky Way system. Shapley arrived at a size about three times
too great. Curtis, on the other hand, used Kapteyn’s star counts and had a size about three times
too small. In both cases it was interstellar dust which caused the error.

An important development in our understanding of the galaxy came in 1933, when Karl Jansky
detected radio waves from the Milky Way. He was working for Bell Telephone Labs on the
problem of the hiss on transatlantic telephone lines. He built an antenna to try to locate the origin
of this noise, and found to his surprise that it came from the Milky Way. Radio astronomy made a
new start in 1942, during World War 11, when John Hey started monitoring German jamming of
British radar. For two days there was a remarkably intense episode of radar jamming which
knocked out all the coastal radio stations. Hey realized that the direction of the jamming followed
the sun, and learnt from the Royal Greenwich Observatory than an exceptionally active sunspot
had crossed the solar disc at that time. Hey had discovered radio emission from the sun.

Annie was only sixteen
when she gave birth to her precious daughter and was unable to keep her, so one-day-old Fiona
was given to another family in 1945. For the next twenty-five years, Annie wrote hundreds of
letters to the daughter she missed so badly, but Fiona’s new family thought it was best not to pass
them on to her. Naturally, as she grew up, Fiona

assumed that her real mother didn’t want to know her or have any contact with her, but
nearly seventy years later she received a friend request on Facebook ... from an eighty-four-year-
old! After many years, Annie had finally managed to find her daughter by searching the internet,
and using the few details she knew about the family who had given her a new home. They have
now met several times and are in regular contact.

Cities of the future

The word ‘megacity’ was first used as far back as the early 1960s by French geographer
Jean Gottman to describe the north-eastern United States. The term is used more widely now to
mean an area with more than 10,000,000 people living closely together. A megacity can be a single
area, or several areas together that make one huge area known as a ‘megalopolis’. As of March
2013, there were twenty-eight megacities in the world.

When cities started to become too busy, people who could afford it moved out into the
suburbs on the edge of the city. When the suburbs started attracting too many people, they moved
further out into villages and the countryside. It was important to be close enough to the city to
travel in every day for work, though. That’s why the countryside became more popular — London,
for example, lost 15% of its population between 1950 and 1970, and Detroit in the USA lost 47%.

However, movement away from cities does not mean the end of the city. Cities continue
to spread, and in time these may grow into megacities with millions of people. According to one
list, the majority of the world’s greatest megacities are to be found in Asia. The largest of these is
the Tokyo-Yokohama area, home to 37,000,000 people, followed by the Indian capital Delhi,
Seoul-Incheon in South Korea, Shanghai in China, and Mumbai, also in India.

In the ancient world, Rome with its 1,000,000 people was a megacity for its time. And
although London was one of the world’s first modern cities to have a million or more people, it is
not currently high up on the list of megacities. In fact, the only western megacities are now New
York City, Los Angeles, Moscow and Paris. The fastest-growing cities in the last ten years have
all been in the developing world and this trend looks likely to continue. It is expected that by the
year 2030, 60% of the world’s population will be living in megacities.

Megacities everywhere have several things in common, which are mainly the problems
they all experience. Among these are high traffic levels resulting in pollution, housing problems,
and various social problems such as unemployment. Often the only housing that many people can
afford is badly planned or of poor quality. However, all these problems are partly created by weak
governments who don’t prepare for increased population before the people arrive.

As megacities are likely to become more common, it seems that governments should try to
plan for rising urban populations before it actually happens. But perhaps this is easier said than
done.
